The Clark County, Washington real estate marketplace has some unique characteristics. There is a much 
higher proportion of active residential listings in Clark County that are Proposed, defined as "not yet 
under construction", than exists in any other RMLS™ area. This means that there are fewer homes listed 
as Active that are ready to move into in an immediate timeframe.

The Clark County Association of Realtors®, an RMLS™ shareholder, has asked us to produce some 
additional statistics each month to delve more deeply into the inventory counts in Clark County. The 
following summary shows the number of homes available for immediate purchase and occupancy.  

* Active Listingsreported in Market Action include three statuses (ACT, BMP, SSP). Two of these statuses are 
defined as listings with accepted offers that are still marketed as active listings due to the type of offer on the 
property. These are Bumpable Buyer, which is an offer that is contingent on the sale of the buyer's current home, 
and Short Sale Pending, where an offer has been accepted by the seller but the required third party approvals have 
not been obtained.
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Residential Review: Southwest Washington               	 February 2015 Reporting Period

February Residential Highlights 
Southwest Washington saw 

strong real estate activity across the 
board in February, and numbers 
are up for the first two months 
of the year compared to 2014. 
Pending sales (666) increased 31.4% 
compared to February 2014 (507) 
and 6.1% compared to January 
2015 (628). The last time there were 
more pendings in February in the 
region was 2007, which posted 687 
accepted offers. Closed sales (431) 
rose 19.7% over last February’s 360 
closings and 3.1% over January’s 
418 closings. New listings (751) were 
25.8% stronger than last February’s 
597 and 1.1% over January 2015’s 
743 new listings.

Total market time decreased 
slightly to 104 days in February. 

Inventory decreased as well, landing 
at 3.7 months.
Average and Median Sale Prices

Comparing the average price 
of homes in the twelve months 
ending February 28th of this year 
($276,600) with the average price 
of homes sold in the twelve months 
ending February 2014 ($253,000) 
shows an increase of 9.3%. The 
same comparison of the median 
shows an increase of 8.9% over that 
same period.
